English

This term, Year © will be using high quality texts and short animations to inspire our writing, induding
Goodnight Mr Tom and Rose Blanche. Using the stimuli, we will learn, refine and apply grammatical
skills including semi-colon and colon use; tense and verb forms; and using figurative language. In
addition, we will be focusing on up levelling our writing and expanding our vocabulary with ambitious
words and. synonyms. We will write for a range of purposes including a character description, flashback
tale and discussion text.

Continue adding to your glossary of interesting words and phrases you find. Remember, at Floreat we
have a ‘magpLe wall’, which we use to store shiny words that the children like so that they can use them
again later. Encourage your children to steal vocabulary that shines!

Please ensure that your child completes their home learning in joined up writing
and with a sharp pendil.

Reading

Read with your child as often as possible! Discuss their understanding of the text with them and
encourage them to reference the text as they explain. Ask your child to summarise what they are
read'mg.

Mathematics

In Maths this term, Year 6 puplls will develop their understandmg of muLtLpLLcatLon and division. The
Focus will be on efficient written calculations and strategies, written methods to multLp[g bg a Z—dLg'Lt
number as secured in Year 5 and developing written division skills to secure written long division.
AdstLoerng, pULpLLs will revisit area and perimeter, position and direction and fractions. Children will
continue to be exposed to their prior learning and given opportunities to apply their skills in both worded

and more abstract problemsA

Knowledge

Science — In Science, the children will be leammg all about the human bodg, We will be lmmmg how the
body changes from birth to old age.
