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What are the SATs?

SATs are the Standardised Assessment Tests that are given to children at the end of Key Stage 2.

The SATs take place over four days, starting on Monday |3th May ending on Thursday |7t May.

GPS (4-5mins) Reading (60 mins) Maths | (30 mins)  Maths 3 (kO mins)
Spelling (15mins) Maths 2 (4O mins)

The /éey stage 2 tests will be taken on set dates unless your child is absent, in which case l‘/leg may be able to take them up o 5 school dags a fterwards.



When and how the SATs are completed

® The tests take place during normal school hours, under exam conditions.

e Each morning, the children will have a soft start to the day where breakJast will be
provided.

e Children are not allowed to talk to each other from the moment the assessments are
handed out until they are collected at the end of the test.

o After the tests are completed, the papers are sent away to be marked externally.

® The results are then sent to the school in July.

e Fach test lasts no [onger than 60 minutes:
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Pupil absence on scheduled test days

If a pupilis absent on the day of the test, headteachers must take steps to
ensure the pupil does not have contact with others, for example by speaking
to the pupil’s parents about how they can help prevent contact with other
pupils who have already taken the test, or about arrangements for entering
the premises on the day the pupil returns to school.

If a pupilis absent on the day of a test because of illness, the school should
wait until they have returned to school before making an application. This is to
ensure the pupilis in afit, physical and mental state to take the test on the
day and time stated in the application.

If a pupil returns to school during test week or the timetable variation period
following an absence, the school must ensure the pupilis supervised so there
is no opportunity for the pupil to discuss test content.

If an individual pupil is absent on the rescheduled test date, the school can
reschedule the test for that pupil again, if it is still within the timetable
variation period for the affected test. The school should administer the
rescheduled test as soon as is practical after the pupil returns to school.



The results

Tests are marked externally. Once marked, the tests will be given the follow’mg SCores:
® A raw score (total number of marks achieved for each paper) :
® A scaled score (see below):

® A judgement on if the National Standard has been met.

After markmg each test, the external marker will convert the raw score to a scaled score. Even though
the tests are made to the same standard each Year, the questions must be different. This means the
dechu[tg of the tests may vary. Scaled scores ensures an accurate comparison of performance over

time.

Scaled scores range From 80 to 120.
A scaled score of 100 or more shows the pupil is meeting the National Standard .



Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar- Mondag | 3th Mag
