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What are the SATS?

® SATs are the Standardised Assessment Tests that are given to children at the end of Keg S’Eage 2.
® The SATs take place over four days, starting on Tuesday Ojth May ending on Friday |2th May.
® T[he SATs papers consist of:

GPS (45mins) Readmg (60 mins) Maths | (30 mins)  Maths 3 (4O mins)
Speumg (I5mins) Maths 2 (4O mins)

® \/\/rLthg is assessed using evidence collected throughou’t Year 6. There is no Year 6 SATs writing
test.

The key stage 2 tests will be taken on set dates unless your child is absent, in which case they may be able to take them up to 5 school days a fterwards.



When and how the SATs are completed

® The tests take place during normal school hours, under exam conditions.

e Each morning, the children will have a soft start to the day where break fast will be
provided.

e Children are not allowed to talk to each other from the moment the assessments are
handed out until they are collected at the end of the test.

o After the tests are comp[eted, the papers are sent away to be marked extema[[g.

o The results are then sent to the school in July.

e Fach test lasts no longer than 60 minutes:



The results

Tests are marked extemal[g. Once marked, the tests will be given the fo[low'mg scores:
® A raw score (total number of marks achieved for each paper) :
® A scaled score (see below):

® A judgement on if the National Standard has been met.

After markmg each test, the external marker will convert the raw score to a scaled score. Even though
the tests are made to the same standard each year, the questions must be different. This means the
difﬁcuvltg of the tests may vary. Scaled scores ensures an accurate comparison of performance over

time.

Scaled scores range From 80 to 120.
A scaled score of 100 or more shows the pupil is meeting the National Standard.



Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar: Tuesday Ot May

Spellmg, Punctuation and Grammar consists of two papers.

o Paper | Jocuses on all three elements (spellmg, punctuation and 9mmmar).

The paper lasts for 15 minutes.

o Paper 2 consists of a spelling test only. It should take approximately [5
minutes, although this is not a set amount of time (pules should be given

as much time as theg need 1o complete the test) .



Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar: Paper |

Reading: Wednesday IOt May

There is one readtng test that lasts for 60 minutes.
The test is dengned to measure if the children’s comprehens'ton of age-appropriate readmg material
meets the national standard. There are three different set texts for children to read. These could be

any combination of non-fiction, fiction and/ or poetry.

The test covers the following areas:

Give/ explain the meaning of words in context;

Retrieve and record information/ identify key details from fiction and non-fiction;

Summarise main ideas from more than one pamgmph;

Make inferences from the text/ exp[am and Justhg inferences with evidence from the text;

Predict what nght happen Jrom details stated and me[Led;

|dentLJCg/ explam how Lnformatton/ narrative content is related and contributes to meaning as a whole:

|denthg/ explam how meaning is enhanced through choice of words and phmses;

Moake comparisons within the text.
