What is my child learning about at school?
Fiction: F D
Your child will be learning to retell the story of Farmer Duck. They will be completely immersed in the book as they explore the
characters and narrative. Through drama, they will explore the varying characteristics of each character and the different
values that the book explores.

They will then develop their own ‘conquering a monster tale” using this story as the starting point. Each day they will practise
rehearsing perfect oral sentences and begin to independently write them in small groups. This half term will have a particular
focus on using persuasive language and conveying this using a confident voice within the classroom. Over the half term the
children will be focusing on non-fiction writing and will learn to edit their writing ensuring that they have a capital letter and

full stop.

How can | support my child’s learning?
You. could support by asking your child to retell the story at home. They should practise using full sentences, actions and
expressLon in their voice.

Reading and
Phonics

Sounds-Write (Phonics)
Your child is practising their skills of:

®  segmenting (breakmg words apart. e.g. plank is p—l—a—n—k);

e blending (putting sounds together to make words. e.g. s-p-e-n-t is spent); and

e phoneme manipulation- there are many ways o represent one sound e.g. ee/eale/ eg/ y

Whole Class Reading

In reading your child will be focussmg on the books: Beegu and Where the Wild Thmgs Are? Theg will learn and develop skills
such as prediction and retrieval within these sessions. Books will be going home weekly on a Tuesday and Friday. Please ensure
your child has their book in their bag daily so that we can read with them on a | level.

How can | support my child’s learning?

You could support by listening to your child read their reading book every night at home. Encourage them to ‘say the sounds
and read the word’. Exposure to new words that they have to apply their phonic knowledge to, will also help to keep them on
track ahead of their phonics challenge in June. You could also read harder texts with your child which they cannot read for
themselves but can discuss with you throughout to support their comprehension skills and love for reading.

Mathematics

Your child will be learning about the composition of numbers 0-5 and 6-10 as quantities and measure this half term. They will
focus on heLgh‘E, measure, volume/ capacity and weLgh’E/ mass. Thag will look at a variety of representations to show these, and
devalop their comparison skills, using mathematical sgmbo[sA

The children will learn that a whole group of objects can be composed of two or more parts, and this can be represented using
a part-part-whole models, identify and represent numbers using objects and pictorial representations including the number line,
and use the language of: equal to, more than, less than (fewer), most, least. Pupils memorise and reason with number bonds to
0 in several forms (for example, 3 + 4 = 7; 7 — 3 = k; 3 = 7 — ). They will begin to realise the effect of adding or

subtracting zero. This establishes addition and subtraction as related operations.

How can | support my child’s learning?

You could support bg using the Language of more, less and compare at home. When dLscussLng numbers try to use the term
‘numeral” 1o help their learning as well as supporting them to practise their number formation. You could also help your child
with their number bonds to |0 so that they can confidently take their 10/10 badge.

Knowledge

Wider Curriculum

All pupils across the school will focus on the enquiry question How can data help us understand the world around us?

Year I's project will investigate what materials make the best curtains by comparing and choosing the most appropriate
materials based on their properties.

Within this project, children will build on their Science, Art, Maths, DT & Geography skills. Pupils will learn to describe
different properties using scientific vocabulary, manipulate tools competently, safely and confidently, and finish by creating their
own printed textile sample.

In Year I's RE lessons, we will begm to look at ChrLstLanLtg. We will look at the spec'La[ Christian Celebrations, Whg the celebrate
and how they say thanks to God during Harvest time. We will also focus on how Christians belong to the Church family and
how they try to look after the world.




The children will develop an understanding of technology and how it can help them. They will be become more familiar with
the different components of a computer by developing their keyboard and mouse skills, and also start to consider how to use

technology responsibly.
