We will continue consolidating the children’s knowledge of the English phonetic code and using this to support both
their reading and spelling of polysyllabic words, e.g., utt/er/ing.

This half term the children will be reading t The MachLan's Nephew bg C.S. Lewis, from the Chronicles of
Narnia.

Each week, the children will be taught how to answer questions based on these reading skills: vocabulary, inference,
prediction, explanation, retrieval and summarising.

Read with your- child as often as posslblel And, cru.cLallg, re-read with them. |f your child has read a text out
loud to you, ask them to re-read it once they have gone through the decoding stage. This will help comprehension.
Finally, read it 7o them. This models intonation and expression when they re-read it for a final time.

Ask. your child to summarise what they are reading. Challenge them to create summaries of a section of text with
Fewer than ten words.

Mathematics

This half term your child will begin studying right angles, including investigating polygons and drawing various
shapes with rLght ang[es, before investigating pa.r‘al[e[ and perpend.Lcu.[ar lines and fma[lg comp[etmg a unit on
telling the time.

You can support by continuing to practise number bond fluency and drawing children’s attention to making
number bonds within numbers to support addition. (For example: Ll + 6) Please also practise the all of the times
tables at home starting from anywhere in the middle, not just Ol Please also encourage your child to tell the time
throughout the day (using both analogue and digital clocks).

Please also ensure that children are confident in their 2, 3, 4+, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10 times tables. If they are
confident in these, please practise the Il and 12 times tables. We would love to see as many children as possLb[e aim
to work towards their I+l Badge this half term.

Knowledge

Wider Curriculum
In Wider Curriculum this term, our whole school project question is How are cultures exprassed. around the
world?” In Year 3, we will be investigating whether all Eur‘opmn countries are the same or not. In Science we will




be focusing on what nutrition animals and humans need to survive as well as studying the importance of skeletons
and muscles Jor some animals and humans. In Geography we will be using maps and atlases to locate countries.
We will then focus on identifying human and physical characteristics of land in Europe, eventually considering
the similarities and differences between countries and continents. In Art and Design, we will be recording
observations, learning about seasonality and how ingredients are grown as well as preparing and cooking a. variety

of dishes.

Computing — In computing this term, we will be focusing on touch-typing and developing presentations alongside
events and actions in programming using Scratch.

You. can support your child at home by questioning them about the areas we are studying this half-term and
encouraging them to read widely around them too. Any additional knowledge that your child brings to the
classroom will be duly celebrated!
