Sub ject What is my child learning about at school?
Pupils will learn to retell and write a ‘Change Tale" inspired by Clockwort by Philip Pullman. Throughout the unit,
children will pay particular attention to conveying setting and atmosphere, drawing on the dark, wintry,
mechanical world of Clockwort to enrich their descriptions and build mood.
Year L will continue to use the Rainbow Grammar approach to secure consistency in sentence construction and
punctuation. This term, pupils will focus on coordination— joining two or more main clauses using coordinating
conjunctions. They will be introduced to the conjunction ‘yet’, exploring how it can subtly shift atmosphere or
contrast ideas, particularly when crafting vivid settings (e.q., 7he clock tower's bells chimed above the square, yet

This learning will be extended by teaching pupils to add a subordinate clause to one of the main clauses within a
coordinated sentence, enablmg them to create more Lagered, a’[mospherlc writing.

Whole Class Reading
This term, your child will be reading Young, Gifted and Black by Jamia Wilson and Andrea Pippins, a
non-fiction text celebrating inspiring Black figures from history and today. The book will support the development
of voca.bu[arg, inference, prechtLon, exp[anaﬁon, sequencing, and summarising, while also helpmg children
understand how information is organised in biographical non-fiction.
PULpLLs will also continue to build confident raadmg voices, practising expression and intonation as theg read short
biographies and key inspirational quotations aloud.

Reading Please support by correcting spellings while your child is doing their Home Learning. At Floreat, we are direct when
giving feedback e.g. a child spells the word ‘accident’ with an a > accidAnt, we say “In this word the sound is
represented with an e’.”
Read with your child as often as possible! And, crucially, re-read with them. If your child has read a text out
loud to you, ask them to re-read it once they have gone through the decoding stage. This will help comprehension.
F‘mally, read it 7o them. This models intonation and expression when theg re-read it for a final time.
Ask your child to summarise what they are reading. Challenge them to create summaries of a section of text with
Fewer than ten words.
Maths
This term we will continue our learning on multiplying and dividing whole numbers by 10 and 100 using our
knowledge of place value. We will learn how to use known facts to support us with unfamiliar facts. For example,
we can use the fact 15 + 3 = 5 to help us calculate the answers for larger unknown facts such as 1,500 + 300

Mathematics and 1,500 + 3.
Pupils will learn the Il and 12 times tables and the patterns within them as well as the relationship between them.
Within these lessons we will continue using the ‘distributive law’ to support our calculations.




Year L pupils will also learn about symmetry in 2D shapes.

Throughout the term, we will continue to practise our multiplication facts using our Times Table booklets.

You could support at home by asking your child questions about their math learning. For example: prove that. ..
what if... if this equals... what might this equal? I we know that... what else do we know?
E.g. If we know that I7 + I7 = 3k then what does I70 + |70 = ?

Curriculum

All pupils across the school will focus on the enquiry question How has art represented aspects of our
lives” Year W's enquiry question is "How does art represent different periods of history?”

Throughout this term, children will build on their history, art and design technology skills. Pupils will learn about
British history during the time of the Anglo Saxons and Vikings, particularly focusing on the invasions in Britain.
We will be going on a trip to Fulham Palace to enhance this learning and participating in a workshop on the

Vikings.

Computing — Pupils will explore how and why data is collected over time in this unit. They will learn about the
senses humans use to experience the environment and how computers use sensors to monitor changes. Pupils will
collect their own data and examine data recorded over extended perlods. Theg will explore data points, data sets,
and Logg'mg intervals, using a computer to review and omalgse the Lnj:ormatLon. Towards the end of the unit,
pupils will generate their own questions and use data loggers to automatically gather the data needed to find the
answers.

RE - Pupils will learn about key Hindu beliefs, including reincarnation, karma, and dharma, and explore how
these ideas guide the everyday lives and moral decisions of Hindus. They will consider how actions have
consequences, how duty and responsibility shape behaviour, and how belief in the cycle of rebirth influences choices
about kindness, honesty, and respect.

You can support your child at home bg questioning them about the areas we are studgmg this ha[f—term and
encouraging them to read WLdeLg around them too. Ang additional know[edge that your child br‘Lngs to the
classroom will be duly celebrated!

Bg the end of the unit, theg will be able to
describe Jca.mtlg members in the Ist and 3rd person sLngu.Lar, strengthenmg their overall u.nd.ersta.nd.mg of the
language and boosting their confidence in speaking and writing.
