Covid19 Update: We had to write to all parents on 17.6.21 to tell them that we would not be able invite
them into school for the Sports Days.

We do hope that our
regular schedule of events is back up and running from September.

We are in constant contact with local headteachers who have kept us up to date with matters relating to
Covid19 within their respective schools.
